Attachment 2

Eligibility Criteria


The following criteria are the minimum requirements for the scholarship. Applicants should check any additional requirements set by each Korean university.


1. Applicants for scholarships for Master’s degree programs must possess a Bachelor's degree, and applicants for scholarships for Doctoral studies programs must possess a Master’s degree. 

1. All applicants must hold citizenship of IBRD and IDA recipient countries of WB[footnoteRef:1]. Applicants’ parents (or legal guardians) must hold citizenship from another country other than ROK.  [1:  Please check https://datahelpdesk.worldbank.org/knowledgebase/articles/906519-world-bank-country-and-lending-groups and https://ida.worldbank.org/en/about/borrowing-countries ] 


1. Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA) of the entire curriculum from the previous degree program[footnoteRef:2] must meet one of the conditions as follows: (i) score percentile should be 80% or above on a 100-point scale or be ranked in the top 20% of one’s class, (ii) CGPA must be equal to or above 2.64/4.0, 2.80/4.3, 2.91/4.5, or 3.23/5.0.  [2:  For example, previous degree for a doctoral degree program applicant is a master’s degree program.] 


1. All applicants must be in good health, both mentally and physically, to study in ROK for the full duration of the program.

1. Applicants must be under 40 years of age (born after September 1, 1985). Academic professors[footnoteRef:3] under 45 years of age are eligible to apply. No age limitations with Global Network Program[footnoteRef:4] applicants. [3:  According to ROK’s national ODA policy, academic professors must hold the nationality of a country listed as an ODA recipient by the OECD DAC.]  [4:  Global Network Program is available for master’s degrees in international studies only at 5 schools: KDI school, Busan National University, Seoul National University, Yonsei University and KAIST.
